Plan of the Electrical Industry – Pension Trust Fund are providing the following Report of
Summary Plan Information to unions that represent Plan participants and employers obligated to
contribute to the Plan.

Effective May 9, 2018, the Employers maximum contribution percentage of wages to the Pension
Fund and the companion Health Fund equivalent of 42.75% was increased to 44.75%. The
percentage contributed to the Pension Fund remained the same at approximately 12.2%.

Pension Credits are valued at up to $85 per credited year of service.

2. Number of Contributing Employers.

For the plan year ending September 30, 2018, 475 employers were obligated to contribute to the
Plan.
